This document is arranged so that it can be used as a model. It is also a template that can be worked on directly by replacing the appropriate paragraphs. Papers written in English should be of 6-10 pages long (Microsoft Word format .doc or .docx) and should be submitted via Google Forms, no later than May 6, 2026.  
	Page format: A4. Margins: 2 cm; Header and Footer: 1.27 cm; Times New Roman, 10 pt.; justify; single space. Participants can send one paper as a single author or in collaboration. However, the Scientific Committee will not accept papers with more than 3 authors. Within this first part of the paper, you can specify the motivation for choosing the topic, the importance and topicality of the topic and a brief presentation of the content of the paper.

Literature review
In this part you establish the context of the presented work. It is achieved by bringing to the forefront the specialized literature (citations) and by synthesizing the current understanding of the problem investigated. The literature review starts here.

Research methodology
This section presents the working methodology, the research methods, the data collection and processing methods, as well as the software used. It may also present any difficulties encountered in the documentation process. The materials and methods start here.

Results and discussions
	Sections should be numbered consecutively, using Arabic numerals (e.g. 4, 5 etc.) and subsections may be double-numbered (e.g. 4.1., 4.2. etc.). Authors must provide high quality artwork for all illustrations. Poor definition reproductions are not suitable. Tables and figures should be numbered separately. Each table and figure should have a title. Manuscripts must be written in appropriate English. Contributions are accepted for review with the understanding that the same paper has not been published anywhere else.
	Equations should be aligned to left margin and numbered consecutively, as in Equation (1). Tables and figures should be numbered consecutively (e.g. Table 1, Table 2; Figure 1, Figure 2). We would prefer the style shown in Table 1 or Figure 1. All Figures, Tables and Graphs should be cited in text like: Figure 1, Table 1.
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All papers will be subject to anti-plagiarism verification. The maximum limits allowed for similarity coefficients are: 30% for coefficient 1 and 5% for coefficient 2. In the anti-plagiarism verification of scientific papers, only the content of the paper will be considered. Papers that do not comply with the maximum limits will be rejected.

Conclusions 
Do not add any text to the header and footer, not even page numbers. All submissions are subject to a review process. Papers will be evaluated for originality, significance, clarity, and contribution. The submitted papers must be scientifically approved by teaching staff in the specialty related to the topic of the paper. The presentation of the paper will be made orally, within a maximum of 8 minutes, then it will be followed by questions from the audience (2 minutes). Participants are encouraged to upload the PPT presentations to the Drive folder "IECS-Student 2026_PPTs" made available by the organizers, no later than 20.05.2026.
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
